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Apprenticeships and Advanced
Apprenticeships

Apprenticeships are a different way of obtaining nationally recognised vocational qualifications allowing you to learn as you earn.
Apprentices are employed in the industry but attend college on either a day or block release basis to learn the practical and theoretical
skills required to work in the industry. Programmes can take between 12 - 18 months to complete and can start throughout the year. Each
apprenticeship is a package of learning which includes a Diploma (in Work-Based Horticulture or Trees and Timber); Key Skills; a First Aid
Certificate and training for Certificates of Competence which can include pesticides and chainsaw units.  All apprenticeships are very
practical programmes and concentrate on teaching the relevant skills required by the industry. For this reason the programme is much
favoured by employers.

What do employers think about
apprenticeships?

Bartlett Tree Experts have had two employees
on the Apprenticeship programme so far and are

looking to have two more this year. As an employer
we are always looking for ways to train our
employees. The Apprenticeship programme means
that we can effectively combine the classroom with
genuine practical experience. This mix of theory and
practical is a great foundation and has produced
employees who are well placed to advance in an
arboricultural career.

Advanced Apprenticeship in Horticulture 

Lyndon Thompson 

From a young age Lyndon had always had a passion for plants and so, after coming to
England, he began working at a garden centre where he heard about the apprenticeship
scheme.  Taking advantage of the opportunity to earn and learn at the same time, he
completed his Level 2 Apprenticeship in Amenity Horticulture, and then progressed onto
the Level 3 Advanced Apprenticeship at Capel Manor’s centre in Regent’s Park.  

During the next five years Lyndon would like to return to Africa to set up his own garden centre or horticultural production/export business.  

“I most enjoyed learning about plant propagation and different growing environments.  As a child in Zimbabwe I spent a
lot of time with my late grandmother who was a florist but when I started at Capel Manor, I realised I didn’t know much
at all about the horticultural industry in the UK.  

“The apprenticeship has given me knowledge that I lacked and taught me a variety of skills and techniques, which I see
as my tools for a successful career.”

Apprenticeship in Trees and Timber
John Ireland
During his Trees and Timber apprenticeship at Capel Manor, John worked for
the City of London Corporation in Epping Forest, a forest recognised as having
international importance because of its huge population of veteran trees and
their associated wildlife.  The forest is home to 1200 keystone trees, the most
important of the 60,000 veteran trees, all at least 300 years old.

After leaving school John worked in offices and retail before making the
move to the countryside.  An apprenticeship was never mentioned to him as
an alternative to college or university.  

“With an apprenticeship you learn the theory and apply it in the
real world straight away. This training has given me a skill, a trade,
something that gives me control of my career. My certificates are
internationally recognised.” 

The 25 year old appreciates the unique opportunity he has had to start his
career working with such rare trees.   

“You gain from the experience of everyone at college and at work.
There’s never one way to do things.  The whole style of the training
creates a working atmosphere, you’re there to learn. At college you
learn from other apprentices talking about the different places
where they work and you gather contacts for the future.”

StudentProfile
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Who can do an apprenticeship?
Apprenticeships are open to anyone aged 16 and above who is employed within the industry.  Applications are welcome from those without
employment as the college may be able to assist students to find employment within the industry.  The training delivered within the
apprenticeship programmes is free to employers for any apprentice aged 16-18 but a reasonable contribution towards training costs is
required from employers for apprentices aged 19 and above.
