Introducing T Levels

T Levels are a new two-year qualification for post-
GCSE students aged 16 to 19 and are equivalent
to 3 A levels.

Based on the world’s best technical education systems, T Levels are
part of government reforms to help address the skills gap, and provide
a clear range of options after GCSE. All courses have been developed
with leading employers in the relevant industries to ensure that young
people gain the essential knowledge and skills that businesses need.

T Levels are demanding, classroom-based, technical study
programmes with industry placements that will allow you to learn
what a real career is like while you study. T Level studies include
around 1,800 hours of classes, industry placement and other activities
over two years. Our new Animal Care and Management (T Level)
course will be available from September 2024 at our Mottingham
Campus.

How to apply

You can apply to study at Capel Manor College
online at capel.ac.uk. It is a simple process and
we advise you to apply as early as possible to
secure your place.

If you are applying for a full-time course or apprenticeship you may
be invited to attend an informal interview to ensure the course you
have applied for is the right one for you. Following this we will normally
offer you a place, depending on your qualifications, predicted grades
or previous work experience.

Fees and funding

The amount you pay to study will depend upon
your personal circumstances and the course you
are enrolling on to.

If you are aged 16 to 18 your course is free, and you may be eligible
for one or more of our bursaries to help you whilst you are studying.

If you are aged 19 and over, you may be eligible for financial help
to cover fees if you meet specific criteria. An Advanced Learner
Loan can help with college or training tuition costs in England. How
much you get depends on what you are studying and what you are
charged in tuition fees. The loan does not depend on your current
employment status and is not means tested. You will only start
repaying the loan once you have completed your course and are
earning more than £25,000 per year.

For adult learners, some courses are free depending on your personal
circumstances.
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
